On the evening of 8th September, HH Pope Francis wrote to King Charles III:

Nation and the Commonwealth, her example of devotion and duty, her steadfast 
witness of faith in Jesus Christ, and her firm hope in his promises. 

 
I assure Your Majesty of my prayers that Almighty God will sustain you with 

his unfailing grace as you now take up your high responsibilities as King. Upon 
you and all who cherish the memory of your late mother, I invoke an abundance 

of divine blessings as a pledge of comfort and strength in the Lord.

look Kindly upon the soul of your servant Elizabeth. 

As She built her life on your teaching of mercy 
and did not doubt your Son to be her loving saviour. 
Reward your servant with the crown of immortality 

and console all who mourn her loss.

People willing to commit to a regular rota in order to maintain he cleanliness of all our 
buildings  
 

Children’s Catechists  
Men and Women to carry out catechesis of our Young ones in preparation for First

Adult Catechists   

People with a reasonable level of Catholic understanding who can accompany and 
instruct adults who wish to become Catholics (RCIA). Also, those who will teach and 
accompany the parents of those preparing for the Sacraments of Initiation  
 

Baptismal Catechists  
People who will instruct parents of those who are to be baptised in the implications and 
privileges of entering into the Life of Christ and Church  
 

Confirmation Catechists  
Men and Women to carry out catechesis of our Teenagers/ young adults in preparation 
for the life with the Sacrament of Confirmation.  
 

Parish Council Members  
People to participate in a council to assist with administration of the Parish particularly 
for a Mission and Outreach perspective and Fund Raising (Previously only 3 
nominations were received)  
 

Flower Arrangers   
People with an enthusiasm to learn this important skill in beautifying the church
